It is estimated that there are a total of 17 million extremely vulnerable people around the world due to levels of
violence in areas of conflict. This reflects the level of disorder and uncertainty which has serious human security
and development consequences for many in the world.

The few asylum seekers and refugees that actually make it to ‘safe’ countries face racism, many are victims of
hate crime and though they contribute in many positive ways most stories that people hear portray them in a
negative manner, the Daily Mail has done this systematically. Yet a closer look at Karl Marx, Albert Einstein and
Madeleine Albright amongst many others, will challenge some of the most common stereotypes that people
have formed about refugees and their contributions to society.

Norfolk CVYS provides CRB checking for member organisations at both standard and
enhanced levels for £7.50 each for each volunteer. Additional charges apply to those paid
employees within the voluntary sector and we are able to provide you with further
information on request.

How long does a CRB Check take?

A good guestion and impossible to answer! We are experiencing, on average, abouta 2 — 4
weeks turn-around for standard and 4 — 6 weeks for enhanced disclosures, although expect
longer if the applicant has lived at several addresses in different counties. Our record
return, to date, remains at 8 days (yes eight days!) for an enhanced level check.

If a check is not back in 60 days then we are required to inform the CRB who will issue an
‘accelerator notice’ to the agency causing the delay, to speed things up.

On-line tracking

CRB applicants can now see how their check is progressing by going to the CRB website
at www.crb.gov.uk clicking on the ‘quick links’ box, select ‘online tracking’, press ‘go’ then
scroll down to the bottom of the page and click on ‘Click here to use the tracking service’.
You will then need to enter your Form reference number (which starts with F then 10 digits)
plus your date of birth and you will then be shown your progress indicator. Unfortunately
disclosure checks are usually delayed at stage 4 (records held by the Police).

Changes in Identification Documents that may be seen

From April 2007 the CRB'’s list of Valid Identity Documents has changed. From April 2007
the following documents are added to List 2 in the guidance for completion notes from The
CRB. Applicants can now show:

1. A CRB Disclosure certificate (if issued within the past 12 moths)

2. A letter from a head teacher (if less than 3 months old)

3. An Asylum Registration Card

Legislation

The Animal Welfare Act introduced last week, has banned the use of pets as prizes for
under 16 year olds and raised the minimum age that you can buy a pet from 12 to 16.

LGBT

The Camelot Foundation has given £76,000 to fund youth project Sticks and Stones, aimed
at reducing homophobic bullying in rural areas.
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Young people prefer activities in the community

Nearly half of young people would prefer to get involved in after school activities that take
place in their local community rather than at school, according to a survey by Clubs for
Young People.

Clubs for Young People welcomes the pledge by the Government to provide ‘positive
activities’ for young people beyond the school day. Clubs for Young People is concerned
however, that without taking the activities out of the class room and into the community,
many young people won’t be keen to take part and those who are already excluded from
school will miss out.

The study of over a thousand young people aged 14 to 18 discloses that young people do
want to get involved - they are keen to receive career development advice (55%), learn new
things (54%), play sports (54%), get involved in the arts (42%) and volunteer (36%), only 4%
would not want to take part. However, 43% of young people would prefer to do these
activities in the community, rather than at school.
